A demolition incentive request was submitted to the council for the demolition of the house and garage at 112 West 4th Street.  Motion Devitt, seconded by Visser to approve a $1500.00 demo incentive, and upon the roll being called, the following named members of the council voted:

A discussion was held regarding the verbiage of the covenants for the Maris Estates lots.

The council reviewed the O’Brien County ordinance prohibiting the unlawful use of engine and compression brakes.  It was the consensus of the council to develop an ordinance similar to the county’s.   

Zeutenhorst led the council through a list of 2021 Capital Projects.  Visser mentioned the need to consider street repairs within Sanborn.  It was the recommendation of the council to get an estimate of cost for one city block and make further plans from there.

Under new business, Reitsma recommended adjusting our current Community Center rental fees. Jederberg to call other towns and compare, and bring a recommended rental fee rate to the next council meeting.  Visser recommended considering a donation to the Sheldon Police Department for their new K-9.
