A lengthy discussion was held on various ideas for revision of our current ATV/Snowmobile/Golf Cart ordinance.  The consensus of the council was to have the street committee review area towns current ordinances and present their proposal from there. 
Visitors Jim Iwema and Denny Postma arrived at 5:40.

A discussion was held regarding the new park proposal on the east end of town. The equipment has already been purchased and the land is being developed. The proposal includes a donation request for roughly $7500.00 to provide pea gravel and concrete for the park.  The proposal requests that once the land is developed, ownership of the park be given to the City, and the City then maintain and provide insurance for the park and park equipment.  After much discussion, it was the consensus of the council to send the matter to the Park Board for approval, and table the discussion until the next council meeting.
Police Chief Brendan Olson requested the approval to being advertising for a third full time police officer in Sanborn.  It was the consensus of the council to move forward with advertisement. 

The next regular City Council meeting will be scheduled for Monday, July 13th, 2020 at 5:00 p.m. in the Council Chambers of Sanborn City Hall.
